Kaprouka 1. HazBanue: Stonehenge

Crpana: England

Onucanue: This is a very ancient and mysterious monument. It is a circle of huge
standing stones. Scientists think it is about 5,000 years old. Nobody knows for sure why
people built it. Maybe it was a temple, a calendar or a burial ground. It is located on
Salisbury Plain.

Kaprouka 2. HazBanue: Edinburgh Castle
